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First of all the earliest body of followers of Jesus were a Jewish sect
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worshipped as Jews and both men and women participated in Jewish rites of passage. But recall the story
of the first church council. James, the brother of Jesus, was the head of the community and it appears that
he was especially conservative in his loyalty to Jewish customs. Yet there was a dream of universality in-
trinsic to the teachings and the life of Jesus that caused some to fear that Temple worship and distinct
Jewish practices would become obsolete. This universalism ignited a missionary movement which took
the faith into a Greek cultured world. Remember it was in Antioch, not Jerusalem, that the followers of
Jesus were first given the distinctive and derisive designation by which we have been known ever since,
Christians.

Both Peter and Paul had begun ministries to gentiles and the number of gentile Christians grew.
Was it to utterly fail to grasp the essence of the Gospel for the Jerusalem followers of the Way to insist that
disciples of Christ had first to become members of the Jewish community and submit to Jewish law? Had-
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in the death, resurrection and inspiration of the living Christ? This was the first major conflict in the
church. A compromise was reached, the church adapted which enabled it to retain its oneness in the face
of great diversity.

Each time the message of Jesus has been introduced to a new culture, a new era, or a new genera-
tion it has had to adapt. Sometimes the adaptation is good ¢ sometimes not so good. In our era some so-
cial scientists have arranged our population into five groups: Seniors (65+); Boomers (43-65); Gen Xers (30-
42); Gen Y (18-29) and Generation Z (13-17). Each of these exhibit shared attitudes, expectations and ca-
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70% of Seniors said they disagreed with that statement where only 8% of the Generation Z youngsters
strongly disagreed. Researchers suggest that the older population fears change and avoids taking chances
where the younger set are not only tolerant of change, they demand it. Where, for instance, | prefer to
speak with a human being on the phone ¢ Generation Z prefers a peer group discussion forum.
